	Letrozole  vs Tamoxifen

Pros: (following were seen less frequently)
· Hot flashes

· Thromboembolic Events 

· Endometrial Cancer (0.2% vs. 0.4% - not significant) 

· Endometrial Proliferative Disorders
· Vaginal Bleeding 
Cons (following were seen more frequently)
· Higher incidence of AE’s on letrozole versus tamoxifen

· Fracture 

· Osteoporosis

· Arthralgia

· Myocardial Infarction (MI)

· Cardiac death

· Cerebrovascular death

· Systematic finding of Hypercholesterolemia (> 1.5X ULN, 5 times more common than tamoxifen) 


	ARIMIDEX vs Tamoxifen
Pros: (following were seen less frequently)
· Fewer SAE’s and AE’s

· Fewer discontinuations due to AE’s

· Hot flashes

· Thromboembolic events

· Endometrial Cancer

· Vaginal Bleeding

· Vaginal Discharge

· Cerebrovascular events

•Cons: (following were seen more frequently)

•Fractures

•Osteoporosis

•Joint disorders/Arthralgia

    •Hypercholesterolemia as an AE
